WE LIKE AMERICA AND AMERICA LIKES US. 





With this title Joseph Beuys already knew in the 70s what was in the air and we are continuing this tradition.





The American Department of Homeland Security loves us, especially our travel luggage and the contents inside: which was art. Who would think that the US government has a pronounced interest in contemporary fine art these days? Their tendency toward art is so great that our luggage arrived in Cincinnati from Detroit one day late without any comment or excuse. The homeland art obsession goes so far, that our luggage and personal items were almost all damaged and all artistic materials were confiscated.





Among the items taken were:





-33 passports. The Department of Homeland Security noted these as "fantasy passports". The passports were designed by the internationally renowned artist Heimo Zobernig.
